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BotslQ: Let the 2012 Season Begin!

The
southwestern
PA BotslQ
program is in
full swing!
The program
has
expanded
from 5
schools/ 8
teams in 2006
to 42 schools/58 teams for the spring
2012 competition! At the BotslQ Kick -
off session at California University of
PA in early October, over 100
students, teachers, and industry
advisors learned about the demand for
a skilled manufacturing workforce in
southwestern PA and how BotslQ can
introduce students to the world of
manufacturing. Prism Engineering
provided free student versions of
SolidWorks 3 -D software for all teams.
Students also received training on
safety, electrical/electronic

equipment, and wiring for building
bots.

Industry support is critical for
sustaining and expanding the BotsIQ
program. Teams are partnered with
manufacturing companies as industry
advisors, who can provide technical
support as well as a tour of their
manufacturing company to the
students. Teams are also required to
interview their industry advisor to
learn about career pathways in
manufacturing. Financial
contributions from companies have
enabled the BotslQ Committee to
keep the program affordable for
schools by providing financial
support to the teams, supporting the
cost of teacher training, and covering
the competition costs.
